This letter serves as notice that Shoreland Permit by Notification (PBN) #2018-01757 received by the New Hampshire
Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) Shoreland Program on June 13, 2018, has been accepted. A copy of the
accepted PBN form is enclosed and will serve as your permit. Please place a copy of the PBN in a protective sleeve and
post it in a highly visible location on-site throughout the duration of the project.

The applicant is responsible for maintaining
compliance with RSA 482-A and Administrative Rules Env-Wt 100 - 900 and obtaining any Wetland Impact Permit that
may be required prior to construction, excavation or fill that will occur within Wetlands jurisdiction.
