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On December 24, 20 I 8, Liberty Utilities (Granite State Electric) Corp. d/b/a Liberty Utilities 
(Liberty) filed a request for an extension of the deadline to file a final report on the net book 
value of the Water Heater Rental Program assets on the date of the closing. The deadline for 
filing the report was January l, 2019 based on a closing date of October 1, 2018. According to 
Liberty, it took many weeks to process customer decisions and with other year end tasks that 
Liberty's finance department needed to complete, Liberty was not able to prepare the final report 
by the deadline. Liberty is requesting a 45-day extension to file the final report. Liberty also 
represents in its request that the Office of the Consumer Advocate and Commission Staff assent 
to the request. 

The Commission has determined that the request for additional time is reasonable and will not 
unduly delay the proceeding or adversely affect the rights of any party. Accordingly, the request 
has been granted. Liberty's final report is due February 15, 2019.
