On January 30, 2023, New England Power Company d/b/a National Grid (NEP) 

filed its annual report on the reconciliation of the Contract Termination Charge (CTC) to 

Granite State Electric Company, now Liberty Utilities (Granite State Electric) Corp. d/b/a 

Liberty Utilities. In previous similar dockets, Commission staff (now the New Hampshire 

Department of Energy (DOE)) filed recommendations as to whether the CTC rate had been 

properly determined.
