Fixtures utilizing technologies other than High Pressure Sodium or Metal Halide
must be provided by the Customer for installation on the Company’s facilities. Fixtures shall
be accepted by the Company in advance of installation and must be compatible with existing
line voltage, brackets and photoelectric controls, and must require no special tools or training
to install and maintain.
